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   Halloween Costume Guidelines

7.  No items may be worn which demean or insult any person or group based on 

                 ethnicity, gender, sexual orientation, religion or political affiliation.

            8.   No items may be worn which promote or portray the use of drugs, alcohol or                   tobacco.       
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
